15:4 - For whatever was written in earlier times was written
for our instruction, so that through perseverance and the
encouragement of the Scriptures we might have hope.

Psalm 33:20 - We wait in hope for the LORD; he is our
help and our shield. Psalm 31:24 - Be strong and let
your heart take courage, all you who hope in the LORD.
Psalm 33:16-18 - No king is saved by the size of his
army; no warrior escapes by his great strength. A horse
is a vain hope for deliverance; despite all its great
strength it cannot save. But the eyes of the LORD are on
those who fear him, on those whose hope is in his
unfailing love. Matthew 12:20-21 - A battered reed He
will not break off, and a smoldering wick He will not
put out, until He leads justice to victory. “And in His
name the gentiles will hope.”
